EAST GARAFRAXA TOWNSHIP COUNCIL MINUTES July 12, 2005

The Council of the Township of East Garafraxa held their regular meeting of Council at the Council
Chambers, Marsville on July 12, 2005 at 2:00 p.m. Councillors Frances Pinkney, Tom Nevills, Guy
Gardhouse, and Deputy Mayor Allen Taylor were present with Mayor Earl Lennox presiding. Susan M.
Stone, C.A.O./Clerk-Treasurer; Jack Cruttenden, Planner and David Menary, Director of Public Works were
also in attendance.

OPENING OF MEETING:

Mayor Lennox brought the meeting to order.

BUSINESS ARISING FROM MINUTES:

No contact from Groves Cemetery Board regarding re-evaluation of catchment area and
donation from municipality. Staff to follow up.

Grand River Conservation Authority has not as yet provided amended invoice as requested
with respect to the annual levy. No payments authorized at this time.

Motion re additions to agenda.

DISCLOSURE OF PECUNIARY INTEREST WITH REASONS:

Pecuniary interest can be disclosed now, or at any point during the meeting. None declared at this

time.

DELEGATIONS AND PUBLIC MEETINGS:

County Warden John Oosterhof, County Engineer Trevor Lewis and County CAO Linda
Dean attended to discuss the County of Dufferin Waste Management proposal, to assume
recycling responsibilities, in addition to composting, authority for which they already have,
and household hazardous waste proposal. Concerns over cost were voiced. The County
does not have any figures for estimated costs at this time, but anticipate less cost.
However, Council concerned that there will be increased cost, less service, and confusion
with two levels of government providing service to residents with multiple trucks. Also
concerns regarding area rating and different levels of service being provided by the County
to municipalities. Town of Mono resolutions were also received, which recommend that all
waste services be retained at the local level, and that composting be returned to the local
level as well. Further discussion later in the meeting resulted in Council instructing staff to
advise the County that they do not support the County assuming responsibility for recycling,
or household hazardous waste, for which there are opportunities to work with the private
sector, and that they concur with Town of Mono with respect to composting being returned
to local level.

CAO Linda Dean also discussed proposed financing of the Grand Valley Fire Department
addition, to house the ambulance services. The County would be in favour of funding the
addition, though ownership would remain with the Fire Department, and the County would
continue to pay an operating lease.  This arrangement would save the individual
municipalities borrowing money to pay their share, with lengthy pay back arrangements.
Council concurred and the matter to be brought before County Council for approval. County
staff to contact Fire Board accordingly.

Other discussion included signage on County Roads with respect to prohibiting use of jake
brakes. County Engineer, Trevor Lewis will respond to memo from Township (another copy
to be sent). Also, concerns over traffic on County Road 23 (B Line) discussed, which
appears to have increased as the new arterial road does not provide an adequate route for
big trucks or general truck, due to number of lights and right angle intersections, and the
future of County Road 23. The County still contemplating turning it back to the local level,
whereas Council would prefer it remain a County road, especially if it is going to serve as
an alternative by-pass for the new arterial.

Shirley and Don Robinson, Howard Hughes, and Todd Lisso attended regarding the
possibility of developing the lands located at East Part Lot 1, Con. A and West Part Lot 1,
Con. B, designated for Estate Residential. The have presented preliminary plans to CVC
who have determined the limit of development, and have restricted it to the most westerly
part of West Part Lot 1, Con. B, which restricts the number of proposed lots significantly.
Mr. Lisso explained their intention to request the Ministry re-activate an old Plan of
Subdivision file for 7 lots on Mr. Hughes’ property, which was approved by the CVC, and
which would allow development in the more easterly portion of his property, where CVC is
currently indicating no development can occur. The Plan of Subdivision never received




draft approval in the 90's, partially due to unpaid accounts which meant the Township could
not process the application further, and Mr. Hughes explained that they just did not have
the resources to continue at that time. However, Mr. Lisso believes that the original CVC
approval may still apply if the file can be re-activated, and requested Council’s support.
Council agreed that they would have the Township solicitor request re-activation of the file,
subject to the $10,000. deposit being paid, and Township costs being paid by the
proponents. If the request is successful, Mr. Lisso will continue to process the plan, paying
Township expenses and the deposit will be kept at $10,000.; if the request is not successful,
any expenses incurred by the municipality will be deducted, and the balance returned to the
proponents.

Mlnlstry of Municipal Affairs -

i. Proposed East Garafraxa Official Plan Decision for Comments - Ministry intends to
post decision on EBR by July 22, 2005, and any Township comments or concerns to
be forwarded prior to that date. Discussion ensued regarding Development
Agreements for gravel pits, which the Ministry has removed from the document, also,
new Provincial Policy Statement no longer allows retirement severances on
agricultural lands; however, policy allowing them remains in the new Official Plan, but
cannot be utilized. Other changes noted include 500 metre buffer to communities has
been removed, and garden suites cannot be restricted to agricultural and rural
designations.

requirements and providing documents to be signed.

not allow a severance. Mr. Hollenbeck can apply for a severance at anytime; however, a

decision would have to be deferred pending approval of the new Official Plan, which could

occur by the Fall.

Other - Request for severance for West Part Lot 4, Con. 18 discussed. Property designated

Agricultural in old and new Official Plan, and farm retirement lots no longer permitted under

new PPS.

Also discussed, new lot pursuant to Consent Application B6/04 (Alex Burnett), which may

not be large enough to accommodate a suitable building site as new Official Plan requires

30 metres from wetlands, whereas previously only required 15 metres. It will be necessary

for Mr. Burnett to complete his severance, and zoning issue can be worked out at later date.
