EAST GARAFRAXA TOWNSHIP COUNCIL MINUTES JANUARY 24, 2006

The Council of the Township of East Garafraxa held their regular meeting of Council in the Council
Chambers, Marsville on January 24, 2006 at 2:00 p.m. Councillors Frances Pinkney, Guy Gardhouse,
Tom Nevills, and Deputy-Mayor Allen Taylor were present with Mayor Earl Lennox presiding. Susan M.
Stone, C.A.O./Clerk-Treasurer; Nadine Tischhauser, Planner; and David Menary, Director of Public Works,
were also in attendance.

OPENING OF MEETING

Mayor Lennox brought the meeting to order.

DELEGATIONS AND PUBLIC MEETINGS

a. 2:00 p.m. GRCA ~ Paul Chantree, Paul Emerson, Keith Murch and Peter Kraus
attended to present proposed budget for 2006. Discussion ensued
regarding amount of increase, and suggestion that cost should be based on
need and use, not CVA. It was noted that although Council agree with
conservation, the reality of cost and unreasonable increases needs to be
addressed, and motion to oppose budget passed, based on economics.

b. 3:00 p.m. Peter Nixon Boreas Wind Partners - also, Paul ter Weeme, addressed
Council with respect to possible wind project in East Garafraxa. They
provided a handout explaining who they are and provided map of affected
area. They have a test tower at 8" Line and 20 Sideroad, and are at the
stage where they are collecting data and seeking government approvals.
Though they are still in the early days of the project, with a lot left to do, they
have enough land signed up, and have access to the grid, and in process
of consulting with GRCA, who have not identified any obvious concerns.
Other matters discussed were rehabilitation of sites in the future, visual
impacts, compensation for roads, timing re approvals, and municipal
requirements. Once government approves project, they have 3 years to
complete, but are given significant incentives if completed ahead of that.
Landowners in East Garafraxa would receive approximately 20-25% of the
total number of turbines for the project. Issues with adjacent landowners will
need to be addressed. Township to provide requirements with respect to
approvals under Planning Act etc.

Lot 16 - to rezone to Rural Exception
RU-1 per condition of Consent Application B2/05 to recognize the existing buildings
with a reduced front yard and setback. Applicants were in attendance. Following
correspondence was received:

- Planning Advisory Committee - minutes of January 19, 2006 meeting
received, which recommended approval of the application.

There were no other members of the public in attendance to support or oppose the

application, and there were no written objections. Motion to approve passed.
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B1/06 Sam and Cheryl Greenwood ~ Concession 17, W. Pt. Lot 1 - to sever 5.83

hectares to be added to adjacent 20 hectare property, to provide treed buffer

between residential lands to the west and extractive operations at Concession West

Part Lot 1. Mrs. Greenwood was in attendance. Following correspondence was

received:

- GRCA forwarded to CVC who were originally circulated - no response

- Township Roads Department - existing driveway and culvert on retained
portion

- Planning Report - application for severed portion to be added to adjacent
aggregate property, to be used for tree buffer; however, are not proposing
to amend the zoning on the subject lands at this time and will still require 30
metre treed buffer in the Extractive Industrial zone. Retained parcel has
existing dwelling and will continue to be residential lot. Recommendation to
approve application.

- Planning Advisory Committee minutes for January 16, 2006 meeting
received, which included recommendation that application be approved.

There were no other members of the public in attendance to support or oppose the

application, and there were no written objections. Motion to approve passed.

B2/06 Ronald Pachnosky/Della Thomson ~Concession 14, Lot 4 and 5 - to sever
the Community Residential lands, Concession 14, West Part Lot 5, from Agricultural
lands, Concession 14, West Part Lot 4, for creation of new lot for a residential
dwelling. Applicants in attendance, also Adrian Maes, surveyor, who spoke on the
applicant’s behalf. Following correspondence was received:

- GRCA - no objection

- Jabac Holdings Incorporated - letter dated December 29, 2005 from owners
of adjacent property to north, within Community designation, stating
application is too large an acreage for one house, and requesting that no
more than a 2 acre parcel be approved, and to be kept informed of outcome.

- Amended Planning Report - indicating application to sever the Community
Residential portion of their property from the Agricultural lands, to create
new lot for residential dwelling. Further to concerns raised at Planning
Advisory Committee meeting held January 19, 2006, two options were
outlined to protect opportunity for future development of the community
lands, being Option A - permitting the severance with requirement for site
plan for building envelope in south west portion of the subject lands which
would allow future development of the lands for a subdivision, or Option B -
putting a “Hold” provision on the property until such time as a plan of
subdivision would be presented and approved by Council. Both options
would require that the severed parcel be rezoned to Hamlet Residential, and
both options would comply with the Official Plan.

- Planning Advisory Committee - minutes of January 19, 2006 meeting
received, which included recommendation that the application be approved
subject to either Option A or Option B, to be verified by Township Planner.

- Township Roads Department - road access onto 13" Line permitted.

Mr. Maes addressed Council on behalf of the applicants, explaining that he had met

with Township Planner and CAO to discuss possible building envelope, to which the

applicants have agreed. The site would have to be situated in a location that would
accommodate the future development of the lands for a plan of subdivision, and
would require a temporary access onto 13" Line, which could be protected by
requiring a 1 foot reserve at this time, and the lot would connect to internal
subdivision road at future date. General discussion ensued regarding the possible
future development of the subject lands, in conjunction with the lands to the north

(Jabac Holdings Inc.), and possible road configuration, which would require access

from lots to internal road, and could accommodate a road pattern with access to

both County Road 3 and 13" Line.

There were no other members of the public in attendance to support or oppose the

application, and no other written objections. Motion to approve subject to conditions

including 1 foot reserve on 13" Line and approved site plan agreement.
